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Irifuneyama Park is an historical symbolic site of Kure accentuating the dawning of modern Japan.
This was the Former Official Residence of the Commander-in-Chief of the Kure Naval Station
(National Important Cultural Property). The museum has also other sites including the Former

Kure Naval Arsenal Clock Tower, the Former Detached Room of the Residence of Fleet Admiral
Togo, and the Local History Museum.
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It is a reused brick building from the former Kure Naval Arsenal, which was used as a torpedo
warehouse and other facilities. It was registered as a Japanese Heritage Site. There is a park called

“Alley Karasu Kojima” where submarines can be seen in front of Hohaikan.
Special Exhibition is held during closure for renovation of Yamato Museum.
